2 Timothy 2: 13 (NLT)
If we are unfaithful, HE remains faithful, for HE cannot deny Who HE is.

GOD’s FAITHFULNESS brought us Through 2013.

2 Timothy 3: 1 (NLT)
You should know this, Timothy, that in the last days there will be very difficult times.

1 Corinthians 16: 13 (AMP) 
Be alert and on your guard; stand firm in your faith (your conviction respecting man's relationship to 

GOD and divine things, keeping the trust and holy fervor born of faith and a part of it). 
Act like men and be courageous; grow in strength!

We are to grow and be Strengthened in GOD’s Strength and Might.

Ephesians 6: 10 (AMP)
In conclusion, be Strong in the LORD [be empowered through your union with HIM] 
draw your strength from HIM [that strength which HIS Boundless Might provides].

Ephesians 6: 18 (AMP)
Pray at all times (on every occasion, in every season) in the Spirit, with all [manner of] prayer and entreaty. 
To that end keep ALERT and WATCH with strong PURPOSE and perseverance, interceding in behalf of all 
the saints (GOD's consecrated people).

Ephesians 6: 18 (Message) 
In the same way, prayer is essential in this ongoing warfare. Pray hard and long. Pray for your brothers and sisters. Keep your eyes open. Keep each other’s spirits up so that no one falls behind or drops out.

Staying Strong in the LORD in Prayers and HIS Word is not an option for Christians.  
But a command and a necessity to live out our Christian life.

Just like the whole Armor of GOD Provision is not an option, but a command to put on.

Ephesians 6: 13 AMP
Therefore put on GOD's complete armor, that you may be able to resist and stand your ground on the evil day 
[of danger], and, having done all [the crisis demands], to stand [firmly in your place].

Romans 13: 14 
But put on the LORD JESUS CHRIST, and make no provision for the flesh, to fulfill its lusts.

Opposition against our Faith in CHRIST, to knock us down from our Spiritual Authority and Influence in :
~ Our Own Life
~ Our Family
~ Our Community and our Nation

We are redeemed from darkness into GOD’s Kingdom of POWER and GLORY.

Ephesians 6: 13 – 17 (Message)
Be prepared. You’re up against far more than you can handle on your own. 
Take all the help you can get, every weapon GOD has issued, so that when it’s all over but the shouting 
you’ll still be on your feet. Truth, righteousness, peace, faith, and salvation are more than words. 
Learn how to apply them. You’ll need them throughout your life. GOD’s Word is an indispensable weapon.

The enemies of our soul – through the World, Flesh, power of darkness.
1.  Our position in CHRIST

GOD is for us and is in us.

Romans 8: 31 – 32 
What then shall we say to these things? If GOD is for us, who can be against us? 
HE Who did not spare HIS own Son, but delivered HIM up for us all, how shall HE not with HIM also 
freely give us all things?

Romans 8: 37
Yet in all these things we are more than conquerors through HIM who loved us.

Philippians 4: 13 
I can do all things through CHRIST Who Strengthens me.

A life of TRUST in the INTEGRITY of GOD's Word, HIS Person, HIS Works, HIS Promises and HIS Calling.

The Patriach – Life of Trust and Obedience through their Personal Relationship with the LORD.

Reference - Hebrews Chapter 11
ABRAHAM, SARAH, MOSES, King DAVID...

Hebrews 11 : 8, 10 (NIV)
By faith Abraham, when called to go to a place he would later receive as his inheritance, obeyed and went, 
even though he did not know where he was going.
For he was looking forward to the city with foundations, whose architect and builder is GOD.

Hebrews 11:  24,  26 – 27 (NLT)
It was by faith that Moses, when he grew up, refused to be called the son of Pharaoh’s daughter.
He thought it was better to suffer for the sake of CHRIST than to own the treasures of Egypt, 
for he was looking ahead to his great reward.
It was by faith that Moses left the land of Egypt, not fearing the king’s anger. 
He kept right on going because he kept his eyes on the ONE Who is invisible.

Apostle Paul warned Timothy to avoid the 'Trap' of worldly desires.

1 Timothy 6: 11 (NLT)
But you, Timothy, are a man of GOD; so run from all these evil things. 
Pursue righteousness and a godly life, along with faith, love, perseverance, and gentleness.

1 Timothy 6: 12 (NLT)
Fight the good fight for the true faith. Hold tightly to the eternal life to which GOD has called you, 
which you have confessed so well before many witnesses.

1 Timothy 6: 20 (NLT) 
Timothy, guard what GOD has entrusted to you. Avoid godless, foolish discussions with those who oppose you 
with their so-called knowledge. 

Taking our Spiritual Strength – Pursue GOD and Flee from worldliness.


2.   To Be who we are TO BE this World

Matthew 5: 13 – 16 (NLT)
“You are the salt of the earth. But what good is salt if it has lost its flavor? Can you make it salty again? 
It will be thrown out and trampled underfoot as worthless.”
“You are the light of the world—like a city on a hilltop that cannot be hidden. No one lights a lamp and then 
puts it under a basket. Instead, a lamp is placed on a stand, where it gives light to everyone in the house.
In the same way, let your good deeds shine out for all to see, so that everyone will praise your heavenly Father.”


Romans 12: 11 – 13 (Message)
Don’t burn out; keep yourselves fueled and aflame. Be alert servants of the Master, cheerfully expectant. 
Don’t quit in hard times; pray all the harder. Help needy Christians; be inventive in hospitality.

Romans 12: 12 
Rejoicing in hope, patient in tribulation, continuing steadfastly in prayer.

LYDIA – A Lady who sells Purple Fabric – 1st Convert. 
Reference – Acts 16 : 11 – 15. 
Paul met her at a PRAYER meeting.

Acts 16: 13 
And on the Sabbath day we went out of the city to the riverside, where prayer was customarily made; 
and we sat down and spoke to the women who met there.

Acts 16: 16a 
Now it happened, as we went to prayer, that a certain slave girl...

Acts 16: 40 (AMP)
So [Paul and Silas] left the prison and went to Lydia's house; and when they had seen the brethren, 
they warned and urged and consoled and encouraged them and departed.


The Importance of Prayers in the Works and Preaching of the Gospel.

Acts 6: 4 (NLT)
“Then we apostles can spend our time in prayer and teaching the word.”

AQUILLA and PRISCILLA – Tent Maker, earliest known missionary couple, who accompanied Paul.
Godly, Spirit filled couple resulting in a powerful ministry for the LORD.

Romans 16: 3 – 4 (NLT)
Give my greetings to Priscilla and Aquila, my co-workers in the ministry of CHRIST JESUS. 
In fact, they once risked their lives for me. I am thankful to them, and so are all the Gentile churches.

Reference – Acts 18 ;  1 Corinthians 16: 19 ; 2 Timothy 4: 19.

1 Peter 4: 7 (AMP) 
But the end and culmination of all things has now come near; keep sound minded and self-restrained and alert therefore for [the practice of] prayer.

Luke 18: 1 (AMP)
Also [JESUS] told them a parable to the effect that they ought always to pray and not to turn coward 
(faint, lose heart, and give up).

Reference – James 5: 13 – 18 

James 5: 15 
And the prayer of faith will save the sick, and the LORD will raise him up. 
And if he has committed sins, he will be forgiven.

James 5: 17 – 18 
Elijah was a man with a nature like ours, and he prayed earnestly that it would not rain; 
and it did not rain on the land for three years and six months.
And he prayed again, and the heaven gave rain, and the earth produced its fruit.
