End-times – Last days?
Signs of our days:
Matthew 24: 6 
And ye shall hear of wars and rumours of wars: see that 
ye be not troubled: for all these things must come to pass, 
but the end is not yet. 
Matthew 24: 7 
For nation shall rise against nation, and kingdom against 
kingdom: and there shall be famines, and pestilences, 
and earthquakes, in divers places. 

· Nature (earthquakes, volcanic activities, tsunamis).
· Economies (global financial crises, food crisis).
· Social – families, gender issues, hopelessness 
(drugs, suicides).
· Political turmoil (wars and rumours of wars – 
nuclear threats).
· Health issues (plagues H1N1, bird flu).
Last day Church and early Church
Acts 2: 41 
Then they that gladly received HIS word were baptized: 
and the same day there were added unto them about 
three thousand souls. 

Acts 2: 42 
And they continued steadfastly in the apostles' doctrine 
and fellowship, and in breaking of bread, and in prayers. 
Acts 2: 43 
And fear came upon every soul: and many wonders and signs 
were done by the apostles. 
Acts 2: 44 
And all that believed were together, and had all things common.
Acts 2: 45 
And sold their possessions and goods, and parted them to 
all men, as every man had need. 

Acts 2: 46  
And they, continuing daily with one accord in the temple, 
and breaking bread from house to house, did eat their meat 
with gladness and singleness of heart.

Praising GOD, and having favour with all the people. And 
the LORD added to the church daily such as should be saved. 

1. Features of current Church in many parts of the world:

· Crowd (congregation) versus disciples. 

· Ministry to needs versus needs-purpose.
· Members versus spiritual sons and daughters.
· Faithful long time Church attending people versus fathers. 

· Church local/singular.
· One generation Church versus Church plural of the city: trans-generation Church and global.
Matthew 28: 19 
Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in 

the Name of the FATHER, and of the SON, and of the 
HOLY GHOST. 

Matthew 28: 20
Teaching them to observe all things whatsoever I have commanded you: and, lo, I am with you always, even unto 
the end of the world.

2. Features of Biblical Church

2.1 Modeled from Genesis 1 – fruitful, multiply, fill the earth.
2.2 JESUS’ model: Church for kingdom: kingdom for Church.
1John 2: 12
I write unto you, little children, because your sins are forgiven 
you for his name's sake. 

1John 2: 13
I write unto you, fathers, because ye have known HIM that is 
from the beginning. I write unto you, young men, because ye 
have overcome the wicked one. I write unto you, little children, 
because ye have known the FATHER. 

1John 2: 14
I have written unto you, fathers, because ye have known HIM 
that is from the beginning. I have written unto you, young men, 
because ye are strong, and the word of GOD abideth in you, 
and ye have overcome the wicked one. 

· Disciples that make disciples that make disciples … 

· Spiritual Father-son relationship – trans-generational: Abraham-Isaac-Jacob (beyond 2 generations).
· Families – communities – city – nations – trans-national. 
3. Acceleration Church-growth with kingdom extension
· Church evangelism – 1000 increase per year for 
30 years.
· Discipleship-evangelism – multiplying effect.
4. GOD’s call for today
Luke 4: 18 
The SPIRIT of the LORD is upon me, because 

HE hath anointed me to preach the gospel to the poor; 

HE hath sent me to heal the brokenhearted, 
to preach deliverance to the captives, 
and recovering of sight to the blind, 
to set at liberty them that are bruised.

Luke 4: 19 
To preach the acceptable year of the LORD. 

Last day Church return to early Church with today’s relevance.
Today’s trends and fascination: supernatural (Merlin), 
magic (Harry Potter), horror stories (Alfred Hitchcock) 

versus CHRIST’s supernatural (Kingdom of heaven on earth).
The Church in action: Gospel of the Kingdom.
Luke 9: 1 
Then HE called HIS twelve disciples together, and gave them 
power and authority over all devils, and to cure diseases. 

Luke 9: 2 
And HE sent them to preach the kingdom of GOD, and to 
heal the sick. 

· Personal contact – anointing with signs/wonders.
· Network of friends – anointing with signs/wonders.
· Community-city outreach – anointing with signs/wonders.
· RAN (restricted-access nations) – anointing with signs/wonders.
· Corporate meetings – anointing with signs/wonders.
