Theme          :    Resurrection Power to Be Like JESUS
John 11: 25 – 26 
JESUS said to her, "I am the Resurrection and the Life.  He who believes in Me, though he may die, 
he shall live.  And whoever lives and believes in Me shall never die.  Do you believe this?"
After the Most Amazing Death of JESUS on the Cross, Witnessed by the Disciples & Roman soldiers,
JESUS Arose from the Dead on the 3rd Day, HIS Resurrection is the Key of Believing Faith in GOD.
Anyone who Believes in JESUS as the SON of GOD, is Not to Doubt the Resurrection of JESUS.

Any Doubting Thomas ?  - John 20: 25.   JESUS said >  ‘Do not be Unbelieving , but Believing.’
1 Corinthians 15: 13 – 14   
But if there is no resurrection of the dead, then CHRIST is not risen.

And if CHRIST is not risen, then our preaching is empty and your faith is also empty.

Those who have Died (Sleep) Believing, will be Raised Up in the Resurrection of the Dead.

2 Thessalonians 1: 10

When HE comes, in that Day, to be glorified in HIS saints and to be admired among all those who believe, because our testimony among you was believed.

The Day of 2nd Coming of the LORD is for Believing Believers to Meet JESUS, even Asleep Believers. 

1 Thessalonians 4: 14 – 18 (AMP)

For since we believe that JESUS died and rose again, even so GOD will also bring with HIM through 
JESUS those who have fallen asleep [in death].

For this we declare to you by the LORD's [Own] Word, that we who are alive and remain until the 
Coming of the LORD shall in no way precede [into HIS Presence] or have any advantage at all over 
those who have previously fallen asleep [in HIM in death].

For the LORD HIMSelf will descend from Heaven with a loud cry of summons, with the shout of 
an archangel, and with the blast of the Trumpet of GOD.  And those who have departed this life 
in CHRIST will rise first.

Then we, the living ones who remain [on the earth], shall simultaneously be caught up along with 
[the resurrected dead] in the clouds to meet the LORD in the air; and so always (through the eternity of 
the eternities) we shall be with the LORD !  Therefore comfort and encourage one another with these words.

JESUS HIMSelf has to Arise from the Dead, so Dead Believers will Arise when HE Return to Redeem. 
1 Corinthians 15: 16 – 18 (AMP)
For if the dead are not raised, then CHRIST has not been raised;

And if CHRIST has not been raised, your faith is mere delusion [futile, fruitless], and you are still in 
your sins [under the control and penalty of sin];

And further, those who have died in [spiritual fellowship and union with] CHRIST have perished (are lost) !

Our Faith in Believing in CHRIST is Not Just for this Short Brief Life, but the Eternal Life after Dead.
1 Corinthians 15: 19 – 20 (AMP)
If we who are [abiding] in CHRIST have hope only in this life and that is all, then we are of all people 
most miserable and to be pitied.

But the fact is that CHRIST (the Messiah) has been raised from the dead, and HE became the 
firstfruits of those who have fallen asleep [in death].

1 Corinthians 15: 21 (AMP)
For since [it was] through a man that death [came into the world, it is] also through a Man that 
the resurrection of the dead [has come]
JESUS’ Resurrection is to Conquer Sin & Death for All – the Victory thru HIS Death on the Cross.

1 Corinthians 15: 57 (AMP)
But thanks be to GOD, Who gives us the Victory [making us conquerors] through our LORD 
JESUS CHRIST.

Romans 6: 5 – 10  
For if we have been united together in the likeness of HIS Death, certainly we also shall be in the 
likeness of HIS Resurrection, knowing this, that our old man was crucified with HIM, that the body 
of sin might be done away with, that we should no longer be slaves of sin. 

Now if we died with CHRIST, we believe that we shall also live with HIM, knowing that CHRIST, 
having been raised from the dead, dies no more.  Death no longer has dominion over HIM.

For the death that HE died, HE died to sin once for all; but the life that HE lives, HE lives to GOD.

JESUS Conquer Death, so Death has No Longer Control over HIM, so SIN has No Control over us.
Romans 6: 11 – 13 (AMP)
Even so consider yourselves also dead to sin and your relation to it broken, but Alive to GOD [living in unbroken fellowship with HIM] in CHRIST JESUS.

Let not sin therefore rule as king in your mortal (short-lived, perishable) bodies, to make you yield to 
its cravings and be subject to its lusts and evil passions.

Do not continue offering or yielding your bodily members [and faculties] to sin as instruments (tools) 
of wickedness.  But offer and yield yourselves to GOD as though you have been raised from the dead 
to [perpetual] life, and your bodily members [and faculties] to GOD, presenting them as implements 
of righteousness.
Believers’ Determination of Fellowship in CHRIST is to experience progressively HIS Intimacy. 
Philippians 3: 10 – 11 (AMP)
[For my determined purpose is] that I may know HIM [that I may progressively become more deeply 
and intimately acquainted with HIM, perceiving and recognizing and understanding the Wonders of 
HIS Person more strongly and more clearly], and that I may in that same way come to know the 
Power outflowing from HIS Resurrection [which it exerts over believers], and that I may so share 
HIS Sufferings as to be continually transformed [in spirit into HIS Likeness even] to HIS Death, 
[in the hope] That if possible I may attain to the [spiritual and moral] resurrection [that lifts me] out 
from among the dead [even while in the body].

By our Intimate Fellowship, HIS Resurrection Power works to Spiritually Transform us in 

HIS Likeness -  in Spirit & Soul, even thru our Suffering in the Body.
Philippians 3: 12 (AMP)
Not that I have now attained [this ideal], or have already been made perfect, but I press on to lay 
hold of (grasp) and make my own, that for which CHRIST JESUS (the Messiah) has laid hold of 
me and made me HIS Own.

All Believers, how matured we are, to have the Right Attitude that we are Yet Reaching Perfection.
>  To Press On & into CHRIST, to Holdfast to What HE has Done for our Renewing Transformation.
