Psalms 63: 1
O GOD, YOU are my GOD; Early will I seek YOU; My soul thirsts for YOU;
My flesh longs for YOU in a dry and thirsty land where there is no water.

David cried from the depth of his being. May this be our cry as well.

The Creator of Heaven and Earth 
The One Who Spoke the Worlds into existence
Who put the Galaxies into place
The One Who put the Stars in space 
The One Who Said, ‘Let there be Light’ – 
And there was Light ! 	

O GOD, Thou Art my GOD 
First, because YOU created me

Thou Art my GOD 
Second, because of Covenant Relationship

   Soul = (our person) Mind, Will, Emotions. 	
~ My soul longeth for Thee. 
   Flesh = Our Body (the outer man).  	

~ In a dry and thirsty land, where no water is. 
   Wilderness = this World. 
   All the fame, wealth, power, glamour and possessions cannot satisfy our longings. 


Chinese Song – Except for YOU : 
Who have I in Heaven but YOU 	
Who have I on Earth besides YOU 
Except for YOU, who can wipe away my tears 
Only YOU can bring Comfort to my soul 

~ Like that Beautiful Song says, HE will Carry you ! 
   There is no problem so big, GOD cannot Solve it. 	
   There is no mountain so tall GOD cannot Move it. 
   There is no storm so dark GOD cannot Calm it.

~ The JOY of the LORD is my Strength.  	

Psalms 16: 11 	
YOU will show me the path of life;
In YOUR Presence is Fullness of Joy;
At Your Right Hand are pleasures forevermore.
~ We find Fullness of Joy in HIS Presence. 

Psalms 63: 7 	
Because YOU have been my Help,
Therefore in the shadow of YOUR Wings I will rejoice.
~ HE Alone can ever Satisfy. 

Psalms 63: 8 	
My soul follows close behind YOU; YOUR Right Hand Upholds me.

~ Verse 1 – My soul thirsteth for Thee 
~ Verse 5 – My soul shall Be Satisfied 	
~ Verse 8 – My soul followeth hard after Thee
