~ The LORD Questioned ?
~ Self Evaluation – Are you bearing Proper Fruits ?

2 Corinthians 13: 5 (AMP)
Examine and test and evaluate your own selves to see whether you are holding to your Faith and 
showing the proper Fruits of it. Test and prove yourselves [not CHRIST]. 
Do you not yourselves realize and know [thoroughly by an ever-increasing experience] that 
JESUS CHRIST is in you–unless you are [counterfeits] disapproved on trial and rejected? 

~ Building the House of Purposeful Generation – To Serve HIS Will in this Last Day.
~ Daniel and his companions – Purposeful Life in the LORD.

Daniel 1: 8
But Daniel purposed in his heart that he would not defile himself with the portion of the king’s delicacies, nor 
with the wine which he drank; therefore he requested of the chief of the eunuchs that he might not defile himself. 

~ It starts from the Heart.

Proverbs 4: 20 – 21 
My son, give attention to my words; Incline your ear to my sayings. 
Do not let them depart from your eyes; Keep them in the midst of your HEART;

Proverbs 4: 22 – 23 
For they are life to those who find them, and health to all their flesh. 
Keep your HEART with all diligence, for out of it spring the issues of Life.

Daniel 1: 4a
Young men in whom there was no blemish, but good-looking, gifted in all wisdom, 
possessing knowledge and quick to understand, who had ability to serve in the king’s palace…

~ Source of their Wisdom and Brightness – Well taught and as student in the Law of the LORD, 
   Psalms and of the Prophets.
~ Their faith tested in Babylon.


Daniel 1: 13, 15
“Then let our appearance be examined before you, and the appearance of the young men 
who eat the portion of the king’s delicacies; and as you see fit, so deal with your servants.” 
And at the end of ten days their features appeared better and fatter in flesh than all the young men 
who ate the portion of the king’s delicacies. 

~ Human and Religious Perspective vs. GOD's Perspective.
   GOD should allowed good things to happen to good people and vice versa with bad people.
~ GOD's Perspective are completely different.

Luke 13: 1 – 5 
There were present at that season some who told HIM about the Galileans whose blood Pilate had mingled 
with their sacrifices. And JESUS answered and said to them, 
“Do you suppose that these Galileans were worse sinners than all other Galileans, because they suffered such things? I tell you, no; but unless you repent you will all likewise perish. 
Or those eighteen on whom the tower in Siloam fell and killed them, do you think that they were worse sinners than all other men who dwelt in Jerusalem? I tell you, no; but unless you repent you will all likewise perish.” 

~ Two disasters :  1.   Hand of man
                               2.   Natural Disaster

~ JESUS did not equate sufferings and tragedy with divine punishment and sin.
~ Reference John 9: 1 – 5 - Man born blind from birth.

John 9: 3 – 4 (MSG)
JESUS said, “You’re asking the wrong question. You’re looking for someone to blame. 
There is no such cause-effect here. Look instead for what GOD can do. 
We need to be energetically at work for the One Who sent me here, working while the sun shines. 
When night falls, the workday is over. 

~ JESUS emphasizes the Fragility and Unpredictability of Life – 

   the need for Repentance is a Universal Condition or else all will perish.
~ Call to Repentance should be First Priority in life.
~ REPENTANCE and Turning Away from our old ways to GOD's Way and Truth.


Time of Trouble and Uncertainty today and in the coming future worldwide :

Luke 21: 26
Men's hearts failing them from fear and the expectation of those things which are coming on the earth, 
for the powers of the heavens will be shaken. 

Matthew 24: 21
For then there will be great tribulation, such as has not been since the beginning of the world until this time, 
no, nor ever shall be. 

Daniel 12: 1 – 2 
“At that time Michael shall stand up, The great prince who stands watch over the sons of your people; 
And there shall be a time of trouble, such as never was since there was a nation, even to that time. 
And at that time your people shall be delivered, every one who is found written in the book. 
And many of those who sleep in the dust of the earth shall awake, some to everlasting life, 

some to shame and everlasting contempt. 

Heaven and Hell are both Real, both are Eternal Destiny – This matters greatly to GOD.

Daniel 12: 3 (AMP)
And the teachers and those who are wise shall shine like the brightness of the firmament, and 
those who turn many to righteousness (to uprightness and right standing with GOD) [shall give forth light] 
like the stars forever and ever.

Matthew 5: 15 – 16 
Nor do they light a lamp and put it under a basket, but on a lampstand, and it gives light to all 
who are in the house. 
Let your light so shine before men, that they may see your good works and glorify your FATHER in heaven.

Matthew 12: 21 (YLT)
And in HIS Name shall nations hope. 

All about CHRIST in Us, CHRIST Mind and Truth in Us – Hope of Glory.

Matthew 12: 50 (YLT)
For whoever may do the Will of my FATHER Who is in the heavens, he is my brother, and sister, and mother. 

Colossians 1: 26 – 29 (MSG)
This mystery has been kept in the dark for a long time, but now it’s out in the open. 
GOD wanted everyone, not just Jews, to know this rich and glorious secret inside and out, 
regardless of their background, regardless of their religious standing. 
The mystery in a nutshell is just this: CHRIST is in you, so therefore you can look forward to sharing in 
GOD's Glory. 

It’s that simple. That is the substance of our Message. 
We preach CHRIST, warning people not to add to the Message. 
We teach in a spirit of profound common sense so that we can bring each person to maturity. 
To be mature is to be basic. CHRIST! No more, no less. 
That’s what I’m working so hard at day after day, year after year, doing my best with the energy 
GOD so generously gives me. 

Paul characterized a Patient Gardener – 

Work Hard to get it to Bear Fruits as it should ; Not left to its own devices. 

Luke 13: 6 – 9 
He also spoke this parable: 
“A certain man had a fig tree planted in his vineyard, and he came seeking fruit on it and found none. 
Then he said to the keeper of his vineyard, ‘Look, for three years I have come seeking fruit on this fig tree and 
find none. Cut it down; why does it use up the ground?’ 
But he answered and said to him, ‘Sir, let it alone this year also, until I dig around it and fertilize it. 
And if it bears fruit, well. But if not, after that you can cut it down.’ ” 

~ Good Trees Bear Good Fruits, and Matured Trees Bear Plenty of Fruits.
~ Fruits of our Life shows what kind of Christians we really are – even if it takes a while to Bear Fruits.
